 HIROSHIMA DAY – A WALK FOR PEACE

2015 is the 70th anniversary of the nuclear attacks on Hiroshima and Nagasaki. 

It is also the “run up’’ to the decision whether to renew the Trident system.

There are four separate commemorative events taking place in London and we have added a stop at the Innocent Victims Memorial and a visit to the Japanese Embassy.  

The Walk described below, is a way of linking these events.

The route is divided into 5 sections.  Each will have a focal stopping point where people who are unable to walk the whole distance (a little over 4 miles) will be able to join or leave.   Each of these points is near a tube station.

1) The International Hiroshima Day to Nagasaki Day Fast for Peace.

8. am      Meet International fasters at Whitehall Gdns 


8.15am   Commemoration of dropping of bomb on Hiroshima

9.am
   Candle lit by fasters for the walkers to carry.

9.15am  Cross Parliament Square to Methodist Central Hall passing statues of Nelson Mandela and Gandhi.   Remember the first meeting here of the United Nations and also the launch meeting of CND.

2) Laying of flowers at Innocent Victims Memorial 

9.30 Westminster Abbey, West Door.  Prayer of Remembrance for the victims of  Hiroshima Bomb.   White flowers laid here.  Acknowledgement of 20th Century Martyrs above the door , including Martin Luther King, Dietrich Bonhoeffer and Oscar Romero.

9.45 Leave for Westminster Cathedral

3) Pax Christi Hiroshima to Nagasaki Vigil and Fast
10am       Join Pax Christi for the start of this vigil.  

10.10am   Leave to cross Green Park for Japanese Embassy

4) Condolences to People of Japan
10.30 Flowers and Card handed in to Japanese Embassy  (pre-arranged)   

10.40 Leave for St. Martin–in-the-Fields, Trafalgar Square.

11. am       Brief stop at front of St Martin’s to remember Rev. Dick Sheppard . 11.05 am  Continue to Tavistock Square.  Arriving at 11.50am

5)      Annual Hiroshima Commemoration.
12.00 noon  Take part in this Commemoration by the Hiroshima Tree

1.00pm    Peace picnic for those not fasting.

2.00pm    Process to Friends House

6) Quaker Memorial Service and Hiroshima Exhibition
2.15 pm Candle is handed over . 2.30pm Service begins-
